Before the pandemic, President Carl Heilman regularly conducted Forums at the Great Bend and Fort Riley campuses to update employees about the Core Priorities, institutional initiatives, legislative actions, and progress towards achieving the strategic planning goals. As COVID-19 restrictions eliminated most in-person gatherings, Dr. Heilman continued to update employees through monthly Zoom chats and emails ensuring that employees remained informed.
