4.A.6. The institution evaluates the success of its graduates. The institution ensures that the credentials it represents as preparation for advanced study or employment accomplish these purposes. For all programs, the institution looks to indicators it deems appropriate to its mission.

The Workforce Training and Community Education division compiles the Work Preparedness
Report in response to END 2: Students will be prepared for success in the workplace. The report is presented to the Trustees annually during the October Board meeting and includes data reflecting the status of students with a declared major in a Perkins-approved program, healthcare and trades and technology certification pass rates, and results from the Kansas Board of Regents (KBOR) Employer Follow-up Survey.
