 1. Must stand securely without tipping. 

 2. Jewelry will be displayed in locked cases. 

 3. Ceramics which are not properly cooled will be rejected.

underneath a 3-D work); attach the other tag to the front . 

 

ENTRY FORM: A LOAN AGREEMENT must be completed by each student.   

 

SALES: Sales are handled directly between artist and buyer. A 30% commission is expected from all
