If you plan to pursue a bachelor’s degree in architecture, 
you should be sure to consult the requirements of the college or university to which you plan to transfer. If you are interested in a 
bachelor’s degree in architectural engineering, you should refer to the Pre-Engineering curriculum requirements.
