High School Student Information

If you are interested in articulating high school class-
es to Barton Community College, contact your high
school counselor or teacher.

Barton officials will verify eligibility and acceptance of
articulated courses. You will be asked to submit your
high school transcript for this verification.

High school articulation is a process that aligns cur-
riculum and instruction to provide a seamless tran-
sition between high school, community college and
college/university levels in a career pathway.

Students may begin taking articulated courses as
a freshman and/or sophomore in high school, but
must continue to take courses in the same program of
study (pathway) in their junior or senior year to qual-
ify for college credit. Articulated credits earned may
be applied to course requirements leading to a cer-
tificate and/or an Associate of Applied Science (AAS)
degree at Barton.
