What Worked

Project Management 

The project was led by Erin Eggers. The initial review committee was about 15 members.  Comments were solicited by Erin multiple times and a final survey picked Admithub. There was some contract confusion, but this was settled in Barton’s favor.  Erin provided excellent leadership and with the core team moved from project assignment to operational in three less than 3 months.  

Barton often has challenges with project management especially in terms of project length. Project management requires involvement by subject matter experts. By subject matter experts, we mean those that are working in the project related services. Barton should consider creation of a ‘project management team’ that can manage/drive projects. That could both save costs and project time as it did with Admithub and help advance Continuous Improvement at Barton.

Chatbot Performance

The Chatbot data notes questions are being answered 24/7 saving Barton staff time and assisting the prospect/applicant/student to move forward. Not all questions get answered but instructions are provided for human assistance.

The metrics for Application Yield demonstrate measurable improvement in Application yield.  In addition to Application Yield, campaigns are targeting Retention.  That data will not be available until end of Fall Semester.

Routines

As with any new project, routines are crafted on a blank sheet of paper and are often modified for continuous improvement. Currently, routines include moving Bart questions when email addresses are provided into Salesforce. Those receive additional engagement from BOL staff.   All new BOL, FR, FL Applicants receive a ‘Thanks for Applying’ and introducing Bart the Chatbot. Students in a previous semester yet to enroll in subsequent are prompted to enroll.  Applicants yet to enroll are also prompted to enroll.

Project Rationale: The world we live in is becoming an ever more competitive marketplace for businesses and individuals in all industries, especially with the rapid development of digital and social media. As a direct result of this, many higher education institutions started adapting to the change. The three main reasons we decided to start this program are: 



1) The way people receive information has changed from traditional media to social media. In the past few years, YouTube has become the second-largest search engine globally (right behind Google search engine). On mobile devices alone, YouTube reaches more adults aged from 18 to 24 than any TV network (YouTube About, 2021). In 2020, over 1.3 million new users joined social media every day (Kemp, 2021). Among the most popular social media platforms (Facebook, Instagram, and YouTube), digital content such as images, infographics, and videos drives interactions with businesses and individuals daily. A Sprout Social report shows when asked what type of content they like to engage with, 68% of consumers preferred images, 50% preferred videos and 30% enjoyed text-based posts (Chen, 2021). In 2019, 81% of businesses prefer video marketing on Facebook (Buffer & Social Chain, 2019). With everyone able to make an opinion public, creators must devise a strategy to facilitate this impulse. Content strategy is what we can offer students in this ever-changing digital industry. 



2) New technology and the global pandemic urge the change of media communications for business in all industries.  Today, over 125 million Americans own and use smartphones. Smartphones and the related devices became the main source of information to many people. While the way we receive information has changed, the channel we convey information has also adjusted over time. It is not only necessary to address the importance of social media and its content, but also critical to prepare students for the digital technology-based world, especially during and after the pandemic. Pew Research Center (Parker, Horowitz, & Minkin, 2020) surveyed over 10,000 U.S. adults. The survey result shows that 54% of employees want to continue working from home after the pandemic ends. About 30% of participants responded that they would like to work remotely partially. With more people working remotely, digital communications become crucial -- not only for the workplace but also for marketing. COVID-19 forced many businesses to start operating online, and since then we have seen a huge spike in online buyer interest that has steadily increased over the past year. This digital transformation was already occurring before the pandemic, but COVID-19 expedited its timeline pressuring businesses and consumers to adjust to an online environment. Now that businesses and schools are experiencing the benefits of on-demand tools like Zoom chat and live streaming, these features will be standardized as people come to expect them more over time. Preparing our students for the new ear is one of the goals and functions of this program.

3) Being outstanding among community colleges in Kansas and drive student success. As for now, six out of 19 Kansas community colleges have Marketing/Marketing Management programs or courses. Five out of 19 community colleges provide Digital Media related programs. Barton could be the first community college that offers a Digital Communications and Content Strategy degree.  For Barton, this program not only brings unique perspectives and opportunities to the college, but also has the potential to build stronger connections with the local community. For students, the program also offers them hands-on practices and experiences.

Project Rationale:



The plumbing certificate program was originally approved to serve our correctional partner, Larned Correctional Facility (LCMHF); however, with the change in the Kansas Department of Corrections provider contract, the College would like to shift this program to the Barton County (GB) campus. According to O*Net the state of Kansas will see a 6% growth in the plumbing industry. There is a projected 620 annual job openings, and annual wages averaging $55,090.   The College has ample space to support the program with the closure of its automotive program.

The College would like to maintain the approval to offer the program at LCMHF with the hope we could support programming at both the correctional facility and the Barton County (GB) campus in the future.  

Program of Study

The Plumbing program is a 16 hour program, covering the following topics.

Upon successful completion of the plumbing certificate, students will have obtained NCCER Level 1 certification and an OSHA 10 card. The plumbing program will utilize the former automotive space for their shop and classroom. Executive Summary



We would like to remove and inactivate CHLD 1550-Early Childhood Career Development. This course is required for the Early Childhood AS, AAS, and the certificate. The CHLD 1550 course is designed to assist students in building their portfolios needed to sit for the Child Development Associate (CDA) industry credential. However, the CDA credential is no longer needed for students to find employment. 



There are several reasons that we would like to make this change, 

· The main reason being that of the 55 students that have enrolled in the course over the last 5 years, only 6 students have taken the CDA credential test. Three years ago we added the $450 fee as a course fee in the hopes that if students were able to utilize their financial aid funds to pay for the application and exam they would decide to take the exam. However, in the two years that the fee was assessed we only had two students take the exam. We have removed the fee from the course so students who choose to pursue the CDA requirement will need to pay the fee out of pocket. Students can still obtain their CDA credential from the CDA Council. 

· Students do not need to possess a CDA in order to find employment in the industry. If a student has obtained a Barton credential that will benefit them more in obtaining employment than a CDA credential. 



The number of credit hours required for the AAS and AS in Early Childhood would remain the same, 64 and 60 respectively. The number of credit hours required for the Child Development Certificate would decrease by one credit hour. Students pursuing an AS or AAS will receive 3 credit hours for electives instead of the 2 that are required now.

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Executive Summary

Practical Nursing Request



To align with the AAS in Nursing, we propose that students applying to the PN program be allowed to have IPC or Public speaking as a communication pre-requisite course.  Currently, our program requires public speaking as a prerequisite.  We would like to propose that either public speaking or interpersonal communication be allowed to meet the communication requirement for the Practical Nursing.
