IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Linguistic Anthropology is an approved general education course at Barton Community College which can be used to fulfill degree requirements for Social/Behavioral Science. This course transfers well and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements for general education at most Regent Universities.  However, general education requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution.  It is recommended, therefore, that individual students check with their chosen university as to the application of this course to their program of study.
This course serves as an introduction to linguistic anthropology and is designed for the student who is interested in human languages as they relate to cultural development and diversity. It also provides the basis for further study of anthropology or a social science requirement for a student's degree program.

1. Explain different modalities of language, such as, non-verbal communication, writing, and sign language.
2. Explain different anthropological perspectives on language change, such as, language maintenance and death, pidgin and creole, and multilingualism. 
3. Analyze the power of words and language ideologies.
