An introduction to basic freehand drawing.  Emphasis will be placed on object representation through descriptive and expressive means.  The control of line, value and spatial illusions will be worked on with a variety of media.  The course will emphasize coordination of the eye and hand.

IV.       COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

This is an art studio lab course, which will involve hands on drawing projects based on the student acquiring the ability to master the objective approach to drawing.  In this course you will cover the basic technical skills and use of materials necessary to create convincing representations of simple or complex still-life forms. You will be introduced to composition and the concepts of creating volume and space, and the descriptive use of value. The student will gain knowledge/experience necessary to properly use a variety of drawing materials including pencils, graphite stick, markers, ink, charcoal, and several different types of drawing papers.  The instructional format includes demonstrations, lectures, slide shows, video, and individual and group critiques.  The subject matter for your drawings will be still life, outdoor landscapes, people, environments, and your imagination.

e. Develop a pattern of life-long self-exploration through the arts using the different tools, 

    techniques, and materials to analyze ideas and stimulate creativity.

2. Exhibit an understanding, appreciation and mastery of the technical and creative aspects of the medium of drawing in the various in class projects.

   a. Access, identify, and evaluate visual information as needed for the use of personal expression 

      in the medium of drawing.

   b. Critique a drawing in regard to its aesthetic and expressive quality.

   c. Demonstrate an appreciation and understanding of artistic expression by illustrating a variety 

      of different subjects by manipulating the technical aspects of a variety of tools and techniques.

   d. Develop an understanding of the frame and its influence on the composition.

3. Acquaint the student with elements and principles of design and how they can be employed in the compositional makeup of your drawings.

   a. Use the visual elements to analyze your drawings to arrive at the best composition.

   b. Use the principles of design to evaluate the compositional make-up of your drawing.

   c. Construct drawings which illustrate the functional use of line, value, texture, space, and form.

   d, Construct a series of drawings using gesture, line, and texture techniques to develop a 

       coordination of the eye and hand and the ability to see the subject.

 e. Develop the ability to illustrate volume and form by employing the necessary rendering 

        required to give them dimension.

4. Provide the student with the opportunity to use the different techniques, materials, and creative aspects of the drawing process to illustrate the objective approach to drawing.

 a. Illustrate various subject matter.

   b. Acquire factual knowledge of the various methods used to produce a drawing.

   c. Produce drawings which illustrate an objective approach to drawing.

   d. Recognize the problems associated with a given assignment, identify the necessary techniques

       and materials needed to complete the assignment and prioritize a set of procedures that can be 

       used to accomplish the task.
