IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM  

The goals of this class are for you to build skills with a variety of different drawing tools and color media, explore more advanced problems with emphasis on creative interpretation, and guide you in developing ideas, creativity, and explore methods of personal expression.  You will be producing projects of a broader range that will require you to develop and expand your creative ability. Developing a greater, deeper an in depth personal vision than was required in Drawing 1. What will make your work stand out from the rest? 

The relationship between media and technique is emphasized to demonstrate content, development of composition and rendering skills. Class time is spent developing ideas, introducing materials, discussing concepts and producing and evaluating your work.

   Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies

A. Using the medium of drawing, the student will answer creative questions using experimentation, observation, and discovery. 
1. Describe how human experiences and emotions are related to and interpreted through the medium of drawing.

2. Interpret different thoughts, ideas, emotion, and relationships using the different materials and techniques of drawing.
3. Explain the use of of visual information as needed for the use of personal expression in the illustration of your ideas.

B. Articulate the understanding, appreciation, and mastery of the technical and creative aspects of the medium of drawing.

1. Manipulate various methods used to produce a drawing when developing ideas.

2. Identify, access, and evaluate the impact that different drawing tools, media, and techniques, have on the description of objects and space as they relate to the drawing process.

3. Demonstrate creative capacities through the use of familiar drawing media as well as aggressive experimentation with new media and manners of working.

4. Demonstrate gesture, line, and texture techniques to refine the coordination of the eye and hand and the ability to see the subject.

5. Illustrate your understanding of the frame and its influence on the compositional make-up of the different projects.

C. Demonstrate knowledge of the elements and principles of design and how they can be employed to evaluate the compositional makeup of drawings. 
1.  Demonstrate how to use the visual elements to analyze your drawings to arrive at the best composition.

2.  Demonstrate the principles of design used to analyze and evaluate the compositional make-up of a  drawing.

3.  Develop the use of line, value, texture, space, and form when producing drawings.

D. Experiment with different techniques, materials, and creative aspects used to illustrate the subjective approach to drawing.
1. Produce drawings which illustrate the subjective approach to drawing.

2. Illustrate volume and form by employing the necessary rendering required to giving them dimension.

E. Demonstrate processes such as visual experimentation, self-reflection and self-discipline, which individualize projects. 
1. Evaluate your drawings in regard to their aesthetic and expressive qualities.

2. Describe the challenges associated with a given assignment, identify the necessary techniques and materials needed to complete the assignment and prioritize a set of procedures by manipulating the technical aspects of a variety of tools and materials that can be used to accomplish the task.

3. Describe the process of lifelong self-exploration and how the use of different tools, techniques and materials helps to create a lifelong creativity.
