COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Painting II is an approved general education course at BCC, which can fulfill degree requirements as a depth fine arts course in the humanities division. In addition, it is recommended to be taken by students enrolled in the fine arts programs at the college including graphic design, art education, general art, and certain two-year graphic design media programs.

You will expand your use of the different type of materials that are employed by an artist working in the media of painting while discovering your creative potential. Experimentation will lead you to the discovery of a personal vision. You will continue to expand your design skills and refine your technique to help you communicate your philosophy of art. The instructional environment includes demonstrations, lectures, critiques, and an ongoing dialogue with your instructor. You will propose a self-defined course of study and engage in aesthetic concerns to help you begin to realize the potential of painting as a medium of self-expression.

This course transfers as a degree requirement for the student majoring in the area of Fine Arts. It transfers for credit to all four-year colleges and Kansas Regents Universities, and may be used to help fulfill some program requirements, and may also be used to fulfill a general education course and credit requirement for some degree programs. However, general education requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time without notification. Therefore, it shall be the student’s responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his/her tenure at Barton County Community College to insure that he/she enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

     Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies

A.     Using the medium of painting, the student will answer creative questions using experimentation, observation, and discovery.

1. Describe subject, technique, and structure as they relate  to expression and communication.

2. Develop media application and technique options.

        3. Identify, access, and evaluate information and materials as needed for a chosen painting project.

        4. Identify and explain conceptual and critical philosophies in the development of a personalized direction.

        5. Artistically express or interpret different thoughts, ideas, emotions, and relationships using the medium of painting.

        6. Construct a series of paintings that refine the development of a personal style and use of the medium.

B.      Explain progress in the growth and development of a personally evolved pictorial philosophy.

1. Apply and develop technical skills and philosophical strategies demonstrating progressive competence.

2. Explain the technical aspects of artistic expression used by artists in the production of a painting.

3. Define their pattern of life-long self-exploration through the arts by researching ideas, analyzing values, and stimulating creativity.

4. Demonstrate an appreciation of artistic expression, using tolerance and understanding when viewing and discussing culturally diverse art forms.

C.     Describe concept, content, technique and aesthetic philosophies using the elements and principles of design.  

1. Evaluate the factors that make a painting successful and the variety of different styles that can be used to produce a successful painting.

2. Describe color theory in the creation of a painting. 

3. Utilize the elements and principles of design in the evaluation of the compositional make-up of a painting.

4. Document a source sketchbook of ideas, design ideas, design concepts, color usage, and different painting techniques, and continue to employ when researching new ideas and solving problems of work in progress.

D.     Display the variety of styles and techniques, which can be employed to produce a work of art in the medium of painting.
1. Demonstrate professional skill, aesthetic and cultural awareness, and scholastic competence.

2. State the existence of a problem; identify the necessary techniques and materials needed to solve the problem and prioritize a set of procedures that can be used to solve the problem.

3. Evaluate completed work and the work of others in terms of personal response.

4. Refine the examination of  Explain specific uses of materials in the creation of an artwork.
