Course Title:		Ceramics II

Prerequisite:		Ceramics 1

Course Description:	An introduction to using the potter’s wheel and further development of hand building techniques in clay. The emphasis is on clay as an expressive art material. Glaze formulation and firing procedures are studied. By expanding the knowledge of material and techniques the student will explore how to give form to their imagination through clay.

IV.  COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM 

This course is designed for those who wish to work with ceramics. It offers an opportunity to create in three dimensions as well as a method to explore art concepts such as form and function, concept, media and craftsmanship. The course will provide the successful student with skills to create lasting objects of use, beauty, or interest. An appreciation of ceramics in art history and the current art scene will also be fostered.

Ceramics II is an approved general education course at BCCC, which can be used to fulfill degree requirements as a depth studio fine arts course in humanities. This course transfers for credit to all Kansas Regent Institutions, and may be used to help fulfill program requirements for some degrees. General education requirements and the transferability of all college course will vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Institutional requirements may also change without prior notification. Students are responsible to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions to insure that the courses the student enrolls in are the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.
