    project.
b. Refine your ability to recognize the existence of a problem; identify the necessary    

    techniques and materials needed to solve the problem; and prioritize a set of procedures that 
    can be used to solve the problem.

c. Continue to employ an appreciation of artistic expression, using tolerance and 
    understanding when viewing and discussing culturally diverse art forms.
4. The new concepts and materials encountered in the various media will be further explored in your
          advanced study within the context of the professional world.
a. Artistically express or interpret thoughts, ideas, emotions, and relationships using a specific 
    medium.
5. This course is designed to foster student independence, self-reliance and maturity as a portfolio is
          developed for educational and professional endeavors.
