IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

 If your work in Photoshop is successful it will not be visible because you will never truly see the results of the work that you did. Nothing is impossible with this software--you can put yourself on the moon or have someone swimming down the interstate. Reality that can't possibly be real is one of the unofficial trademarks of Photoshop. There is no way to get better results whether retouching a photograph to restore it, combining two images, or to create a believable fantasy composition.

This course is designed for students who wish to prepare for the graphic design workforce, the photographer wanting to have the knowledge and ability to enhance and manipulate their photographic images, the web designer wanting to learn to prepare and enhance images for their web pages, the visual artist wanting to create and develop new ideas and compositions, and the interior designer wanting to have the ability to prepare visuals for their clients. 

You will learn to work with scanned images, to re-touch, manipulate, assemble and colorize photographs and create original art work. However, please keep it in the back of your mind that while working on these projects there is no limit for what you will be able to do and create. So never start a project with the idea that it can’t be done, or this is the only way to do it.

1. Understand the use of the different hardware used in digital imaging:  CPU, monitor, scanner, CD press, digital camera, and printer.
2. How you should only think about Tiff or Photoshop PSD Image when saving a file.

3. Develop an understanding and use of the toolbox and the appropriate shortcuts, which can be used to access the different tools.

4. Understand and be able to use the different palettes and their menus when working on your images.

5. Understand how the number of pixels and their color determines issues such as image quality, image size, and the look of the image.

6.     Use text layers to achieve a multiple image presentation combining clipping groups and layer masks.

7. Understand the uses of the various color modes:  RGB, CMYK, and INDEX ED.

B. Provide opportunities for the student to use the medium of digital imaging to seek answers to creative questions using experimentation, observation, and discovery.
1. Develop the ability and understanding of the idea, and required resolutions that you need to

   employ to produce a successful scan for a given project.

2. Be able to manipulate and use layers to produce your image by combing, altering, fading,
      adjusting, and coloring without damaging the original image.


      3.   Understand and be able to use adjustment layers, layer masks, blend modes, and clipping 
      groups.



      4.   Employ the tools of Photoshop to correct and retouch digital images. 


      5.   Superimpose and combine various images using the "cut and paste" and "layers" commands

C. Use the principles of design to evaluate the compositional make-up of your work.


      1.   Access, identify, and evaluate visual information as needed for the use of personal expression
      when developing an image in Photoshop.

D. Develop a greater appreciation for the ever-expanding variety of styles and techniques, which can be employed to produce a work of art using the Adobe Photoshop program.

       1. Evaluate the capabilities and limitations and applications of the type tool.
