IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM
Course is an elective for the Early Childhood Education program. Course may transfer to selected four-year schools.  Because of the examination of medical and mental health concerns; intervention practices; as well as, social emotional behaviors associated with Autism Spectrum Disorders, child care workers and other individuals in the field may be able to complete the course for in-service hours. The course may also be taken by students in related fields such as Sociology, Psychology, Nursing, Mental Health and Education.

3. Seek feedback from supervising instructor.
