C. Develop skills in observing, recording, and interpreting the young child’s behavior.
1. Demonstrate the ability to observe young children at play and assess motor skill development.
2. Demonstrate effective discipline and classroom management techniques.
D. Generate an appreciation for the young child as an individual with distinctive needs and abilities.

1. Demonstrate a realization of the importance of a young child's play.
2. Demonstrate the ability to discuss fundamental motor skill patterns.
3. Examine the different theorists of play.
E. Examine possible ways to foster healthy development of the whole child.
1. Demonstrate self-awareness and growth in the ability to move from the acknowledgement level to a genuine appreciation of persons from various cultures and/or special needs.

2. Categorize the different types of play and how they foster a child’s social/emotional development.
