IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN TOTAL CURRICULUM

Social Emotional Development in Infant and Toddlers is the introductory social emotional development course; however, it is an advanced course in the Early Childhood program.  Historical theories and basic principles of social and emotional development and the attachment and bonding process between children and adults will be discussed.
V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING
Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.
Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies:

A. Trace the history and theory of social emotional development of young children, in particular as the development of the social emotional domain pertains to: self-help, language, communication, cognitive, and physical.

1. Define, contrast, and compare principles of social, emotional, and developmental milestones of infant and young child development during early brain development.

2. Develop teaching/developmental activities for children and families to ensure optimal development of the child in all developmental domains as related to social emotional development.
3. Identify agencies in community to ensure that the child(ren) and families receive services for which they are eligible.

B. Differentiate the developmental stages of children from birth through age six.

1. Participate in formal and informal assessments of the infant’s/young child’s social emotional development.

2. Explain how the observation of parents or caregivers with their infant/young child can provide insight into the nature of their relationships, cultural diversities, developmental strengths, and capacities for change.

3. Develop a plan for educating parents or caregivers on their role in the social emotional development of infants/young children to promote health, language and cognitive development in infancy and early childhood.

C. Identify parental, family, and cultural influences in relation to social and emotional development.

1. Prepare a community resource portfolio for families in the community (between prenatal and the years between birth to three) who face challenges and/or crisis and require resources in the area of problem solving skills, basic needs, and family conflict.

2. Describe the process of establishing a trusting relationship that supports the parent(s) and infant/young child in their relationship with each other, and that facilitates needed change.

3. Employ effective communication skills when listening, speaking and writing.

4. Participate in reflection activities of self-awareness, professional development and how others perceive him/herself and how to maintain effective interpersonal relationships.
