Course Description: 
This course introduces the policies and evidence based practices that define and support families related to young children with developmental delays and disabilities. The challenges, complexities and rewards of living and working with young children with developmental delays and disabilities will be demonstrated. Evidence supports connection between early learning experiences and later school and work performance. This course will bring together recommended practices to help educators, other practitioners, families and administrators provide early intervention and quality learning experiences for children from birth to five years. Demonstration of the subject matter is included.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN TOTAL CURRICULUM
Early Intervention Birth to Five is the introductory course for preparing students for working with special education in early childhood. Students will learn about the developmental needs of children from birth to age five and the systems providing early intervention for developmental delays and disabilities.   This early intervention course will provide an overview of early childhood special education to assist students in determining their career path in early childhood. 
Exposure to evidence based practice is provided and demonstrated in aspects of early intervention. Various diagnosis and eligibility criteria with intervention will be discussed, along with the important component of the collaboration of a trans-disciplinary team, to include family, professionals and community partners, in working with the young child’s development.
V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING

B. Identify the process of child find, assessment, referral and evaluation.

1. Compare and contrast the process for determining a child eligible for early intervention services, learning the five domains for developmental evaluation and the use of at risk and clinical judgment in the infant toddler services and eligibility screenings for 3 to 5, preschool.

2. Compare and contrast Infant Toddler services and Preschool services in Kansas (may consider other states due to online learners) or students current state of residence.
C. Outline the transdisciplinary teams and family-based practices in early intervention.

1. Compare and contrast the process for determining a child eligible for early intervention services, learning the five domains for developmental evaluation and the use of at risk and clinical judgment in the infant toddler services and eligibility screenings for 3 to 5, preschool.

2. Employ effective communication strategies in order to provide early intervention as part of a transdisciplinary team (that includes the parents); as well as the role of community partners in early intervention.

3. Compare and contrast Infant Toddler services and Preschool services in Kansas (may consider other states due to online learners) or students current state of residence.

D. Explain various developmental delays and disabilities, including physical development, sensory processing, nutritional and feeding issues, autism spectrum disorders, social and cognitive development, and more.
1. Outline strategies for an understanding of early intervention and the impact of getting services early to reach important milestones in development.

2. Discuss various developmental delays and disabilities in early childhood to become familiar with the evidence-based practice of early intervention, applying it to such disorders as autism, attachment disorder, motor disabilities, expressive language delay and more.  

E. Identify cultural differences in parenting young children.
1. Employ effective communication strategies in order to provide early intervention as part of a transdisciplinary team (that includes the parents); as well as the role of community partners in early intervention.

2. Participate in and reflect on the impact and importance of the child-parent-early interventionist relationship and the involvement of the family in all aspects of the service(s).  

3. Outline professional strategies for dealing with ethical issues regarding cultural differences, families at risk and children in foster care. 

4. Complete self-reflection on the skills needed both professional and personal, for being effective as an early interventionist / early childhood special education teacher or therapist (e.g. communication and coping skills).

F. Analyze risk factors to include family abuse, substance abuse, teen parents and parents with developmental disabilities.

1. Participate in and reflect on the impact and importance of the child-parent-early interventionist relationship and the involvement of the family in all aspects of the service(s).  

2. Outline professional strategies for dealing with ethical issues regarding cultural differences, families at risk and children in foster care. 

3. Complete self-reflection on the skills needed both professional and personal, for being effective as an early interventionist / early childhood special education teacher or therapist (e.g. communication and coping skills).

G. Compare and contrast home and school programs for infants, toddlers and preschoolers with special needs along with the educational requirements for providers working in the field of early intervention.

1. Compare and contrast Infant Toddler services and Preschool services in Kansas (may consider other states due to online learners) or students current state of residence. 

2. Develop strategies in regards to the importance of providing a fluid and seamless plan for the family and child in transition.
