Course Title: Barton Dance Theatre
Credit Hours: 2
Prerequisites: By Audition Only
Division/Discipline: Academics Division/Dance
Course Description: This is a performance based course designed for the pre-professional dance student to further their knowledge and skills in dance as a performing art form. Course work will enhance students’ dance performance and technical qualities as a member of the Barton Dance Theatre, the resident dance company of Barton Community College.

3. Evaluate and explain movement structure and the choreographic process.

4. Convert an emotional idea into an abstract movement pattern.

5. Execute proper and safe partnering and group movement sequences.
