Course Description:   
This is an introductory-level course in the art of making dances.   The class explores movement improvisation as a means for developing movement phrases and the fundamental elements of dance-space, time, weight, and energy flow.  Students will learn how to combine motivated movement within a structure to create original choreography.

3. Demonstrate how other artistic disciplines can intersect with dance.

4. Generate movement appropriate for, and meant to be performed in, specific environments.

B. Demonstrate a working knowledge of dance structure.
1. Create a basic dance structure using a beginning, middle, and end.

2. Choose the appropriate use of space, time, weight and energy flow for different choreographed projects.
3. Compose and perform a short solo and small group dance using specific compositional forms.

4. Identify effective musical choices for choreographic projects.

C. Analyze dance considering intent, method, execution and production elements.

1.  Describe dance through assessment of a variety of viewed choreography.

2.  Evaluate choreographic output by giving and receiving constructive criticism. 

3.  Distinguish between different dance and music compositional forms.

4.  Compose a written critique of a dance concert.
