Course Title: Tap Dance I
Credit Hours: 2
Prerequisites: None
Division/Discipline: Academic Division/Dance
Course Description: This course introduces and develops on the principles of tap dance including weight shift, rhythm, and tap vocabulary. Students will gain an appreciation of tap dance as an art form. Student participation in a formal performance is optional, not mandatory.

3. Perform fundamental tap steps within choreographed combinations.
4. Execute patterned movement in time with the music with special concentration placed on rhythm, accent, syncopation, and musical dynamics.
B. Analyze the cultural impact of tap dance as an art form.
1. Explain rhythmic and stylistic components of tap dance, including “Broadway Tap”, “Rhythm Tap”, and “Stomp Tap”.
2. Identify key figures in the development and history of tap dance as a performing art.
