Course Number: DANC 1036
Course Title: Ballet II
Credit Hours: 2 or 3 credit hours (3 credits required for dance majors)
      Prerequisites: Successful completion of DANC 1035 Ballet I
      Division/Discipline: Academic Division/Dance
Course Description: This is an intermediate level course which focuses on the second year of college ballet technique. Designed as a continuation of Ballet I, students will advance in technical skill and expand their knowledge of ballet history, terminology, and etiquette. Student participation in a formal performance is optional, not mandatory.

IV.      COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Ballet II may be used to help fulfill dance program requirements or obtain elective credit for all degrees. This course may be repeated for credit one time.

V.      ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING 
Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.
Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies:
A. Demonstrate flexibility, strength and coordination through the repetition of complex ballet movements.
1. Demonstrate barre exercises using standard positions of Cecchetti and Vagonova techniques regarding the motion of the legs, arms, torso, and head.
2. Develop strength in the muscle groups of the torso, legs, and feet.

3. Perform dance works in the Center portion of class in regards to adagio (including poses on one leg, leg extension, and pirouettes) and allegro (including petite and grand versions) and to test balance and coordination.
4. Consistently exhibit a balanced alignment and good posture that will enable students to respond and adapt to other movement styles.

5. Apply the elements of body line and shape in coordination of the upper and lower body.
B. Demonstrate the proper use of ballet vocabulary by memorizing the definitions and performance of the movements.
1. Employ specific movements and sequences of movements through performance.
2. Choose appropriate ballet terminology through writing and verbalization.
C. Develop grace and artistry as applied to the kinetic act of dancing and performance quality.

1. Demonstrate the relationship of movement to music.

2. Apply movement dynamics with control to various ballet combinations in consideration of mood and expression.
