IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

This course is a required class for the Emergency Management AAS degree.  It is designed to provide students with an opportunity to apply emergency management concepts and theories through the research and review of current literature and the development of strategies for case studies.

V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING 

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education.  Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge.  Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning. 

Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies:

A. Compare the theoretical and analytical aspects of emergency management in the context of public policy. 
1. Identify the per capita amount of emergency management funding at the local, state and federal level.
2. Identify the emergency management issues of land use policy. 
B. Describe the differences between “ordinary” policy problems and crises and the impact of the latter upon local government operations.  
1. Use the selected disaster lessons learned paper and develop recommendations for local government operations.

2. List he fiscal and operational benefits and costs of not having a continuity of operations plan for local government. 
C. Discuss the interplay of public perceptions of danger and vulnerability and government efforts. 
1. List the four human responses to warning. 
2. Identify the information needs of the public in an emergency.

3. Develop strategies to address each of the barriers to personal preparedness. 
D. Describe the liability issues associated with emergency management. 
1. Explain the myths of local government disaster liability. 
2. List strategies that can minimize the risks associated with disaster response. 

3. Discuss the ethical dilemmas possible in selected disasters.
E. Explain the local, state, Federal, business/industry and citizen roles in emergency management. 
1. Develop a timeline of the history of U.S. emergency management. 
2. Describe the pros and cons of implementing the citizen corps initiatives in both rural and urban communities. 

3. Create an illustration of the disaster declaration process that shows the role of the federal, state and local units of government in the process. 

F. Describe the regulatory drivers behind the development of emergency management programs. 
1. Select one of the key federal emergency management regulations and describe the impact on local emergency management. 
2. Develop a matrix of showing one regulation or each of the four phases of emergency management and identify the name, date, intent, and current status of the regulation. 
G. Explain the economic issues of an emergency management program. 
1. Evaluate the cost benefits of chosen mitigation strategies. 
2. Given a case study, prepare an emergency management budget. 
3. Discuss the soft and hard costs to implement NIMS at the local level. 
H. Recognize future challenges associated with emergency management. 
1. Discuss the role, application and potential of technology in each of the four phases of emergency management. 
2. Prepare a recommendation of one technology purchase for a local emergency management program to present to the elected officials that addresses at a minimum the costs, benefits, need and impact of having the technology and not having it.
