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I. PROGRAM PURPOSE:

This program is designed for individuals interested in providing medical care to patients in the pre-hospital setting.  The program will provide the participant with opportunities to gain information, skills, and attitudes necessary for certification and practice as an EMT-B in Kansas.

II. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION:

The Kansas Board of Emergency Medical Services has approved this program.  It addresses information and techniques currently considered being the responsibility of the EMT-B according to the United States Department of Transportation, National Standard Curriculum, as enriched by the Kansas Board of EMS.  The program consists of didactic (lecture) instruction, practical skills training, and clinical experience.

III.

ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING/COURSE OUTCOMES

Barton County Community College is committed to quality education and to the assessment of student learning.  Assessment provides a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge.  The ongoing process of assessment reflects that Barton is fulfilling the promises of our mission and identifies us as a learning college.
This program will contain information and skill practice opportunities, which will enable a properly motivated and capable participant to:

A. Recognize a medical emergency; assess the situation; manage emergency care and, if needed, extrication; coordinate his/her efforts with those of other agencies involved in the care and transportation of the patient; and establish rapport with the patient and significant others to decrease their state of crisis.

B. Assign priorities of emergency treatment and record and communicate data to the designated medical command authority.

C. Initiate and continue emergency medical care under medical control including the recognition of presenting conditions and initiation of appropriate treatment modalities.

D. Exercise personal judgment in case of interruption in medical direction caused by communication failure or in cases of immediate life-threatening conditions.  (Under these circumstances, provides such emergency care as has been specifically authorized in advance.)

III. PROGRAM REQUIRMENTS:

There are no prerequisites for entrance into this program.

IV. INSTRUCTIONAL MATERIALS:

TEXT:  Prehospital Emergency Care, 6th Edition.  Cost:  $64.00 payable to BCCC at the time of enrollment.

TEXT:  American Heart Association:  Basic Life Support for Healthcare Providers:  Cost:  $17.00 payable to BCCC at the time of enrollment.

HANDOUTS:  Barton County Community College Emergency Medical Technician Training Program Handouts.  Cost $5.00 payable to BCCC at the time of enrollment.-

REFERENCE:  The instructor may use additional resources to augment the information provided by the student’s textbook.

V. COURSE FEES:

Students will be enrolled in 12 hours of college credit through Barton County Community College.  The cost per credit hour is $46.00, making the total cost of tuition ($46.00 x 12cr. hr.) = $552.00.  Barton County will accept TA, VA, cash, cashiers check, money orders, or personal checks for this amount.

Total tuition/fees and textbooks $638.00.

All fees (books and tuition) must be paid prior to the beginning day of the course, or the student will not be enrolled.

VI. STATE EXAMINATION AND CERTIFICATION:

Upon successful completion of this training program the participants wishing to challenge the Kansas Board of EMS examination for certification may do so at a cost of $110.00.  All testing fees are non-refundable.  The examination may be taken a maximum of three (3) times.

Fee Breakdown:

$40.00 Regional testing fee.  Required for each examination.  Payable to Regional Office.

$20.00 for National Registry application.  Required for initial examination and each additional

     attempt of the written.  Payable to the National Registry of EMT.


$50.00 State Certification/Examination fee.  One time fee payable to the Kansas Board of EMS.

The National Registry fee will have to be in the form of cashiers checks, money order, or institutional check.  The Regional and State fee can be personal check, cashiers check, money order or institutional check.

If the participant does not successfully complete the examination within the three opportunities, then s/he must retake the course before being eligible to take the examination for certification again.

The participant has one year from the date of the last class to successfully complete the state board examination and make application for certification.

You must be 18 years old to be certified as an EMT in the state of Kansas.

Any student who has been convicted of a felony shall provide the Board of EMS with proof that all legal restitution has been met prior to state certification.  

VII. CLASS LOCATION:

Classes will be held at Barton County Community College located at 540 Grant Avenue, Junction City KS.  There may be times when the class will be moved to other locations at the instructor’s discretion.  Every effort will be made to notify students of any location change.

VIII. CLASS DATES AND TIMES:

All students will receive a copy of the course schedule from the instructor at the first class session.

There may be times when class needs to be canceled.  If this occurs the class may be rescheduled.

IX. CLINICAL EXPERIENCE:

A minimum of twenty four hours of clinical experience is required for each student to successfully complete this program.  Clinical time will be scheduled by the I/C and will include eight hours in an Emergency Room and sixteen hours on an Ambulance.  Eight-hour shifts are preferred.

X. ATTENDANCE POLICIES:

Due to the volume of material to be covered and the speed at which it will be presented, attendance will be expected at each session.  Kansas Administrative Regulation 109-11-8 mandates a student attend a minimum of 90% of the class sessions to be eligible for the certification examination.  Special consideration may be given in case of emergencies.  These will be evaluated on an individual basis.  The instructor will make the final decision in all cases.

Students must be prompt for all class sessions and complete assignments before class.  Tardiness will not be tolerated; three tardies (15 minutes or more) will constitute one absence.  The same will be in effect for anyone leaving class early.

Any student failing to meet the attendance requirements as stated above will receive a failing grade for the course.
XI. LENGTH OF COURSE;

The minimum length of the EMT-B course is set by KAR 109-11-3 & 109-10-1.  This course exceeds those requirements by consisting of 168 classroom hours and 24 hours in the clinical setting.
XII. PARTICIPANT ATTIRE:

CLASSROOM; Casual, comfortable attire is recommended.  (We will be spending time on the floor working with patients and equipment).  When doing practical skills, participants will be working on each other.  Therefore, personal hygiene is of the utmost importance; PLEASE KEEP YOURSELF AND YOUR CLOTHES CLEAN.  If the instructor feels that student’s hygiene or attire is not appropriate a counseling session may be required.  The instructor has the ability to remove a student from the class or training session if a problem with hygiene is not corrected.

CLINICAL; All students will present themselves appropriately dressed and exhibit professionalism at all times.

Students will wear black or navy slacks (jeans will be unacceptable) light blue or white shirts with a collar, and black shoes.  All students will be provided a name tag that will be worn while performing as an EMT-Basic Intern.

XIII. EXAMINATION AND GRADING:

Written examinations are the most appropriate and effective process for measurement and assessment of the participant’s success in converting class content into knowledge.  Practical examinations provide feedback to both the instructor and participant on the ability of the participant to perform specific tasks.  Results of written and practical examinations, quizzes and assignments will be considered on the final grade.  A passing grade of “C” or better will constitute permission to challenge the state exam as long as the remaining guidelines outlined in this section are met.

The student must maintain a 77% average throughout the course to be eligible to challenge the state exam.  If the student falls below the 77% average, s/he will be counseled.  If the student continues to demonstrate the inability to maintain a 77% average, s/he will not be allowed to challenge the examination for certification.

A comprehensive final written exam will be administered.  The student must achieve at least a 77% on  this exam to be allowed the opportunity to challenge the certification examination

Final practical examinations will be conducted at the end of the course, and will be graded on a “pass or fail” basis.  If the skills are failed the student will be allowed one retest.  If the skill is failed the second time the student will not be allowed to challenge the state examination.  Furthermore, the highest grade the student can achieve is “D” regardless of their current didactic standing.

Grading will be as follows:


93% - 100% = A


85% -   92% = B


77% -   84% = C


68% -   76% = D


Below  68% = F

A final grade of at least 77% plus a satisfactory performance in class and clinical settings will be required for successful completion of this program.
XIV. PARTICIPANT PROGRESS CONFERENCE:

Each Student will be advised of their standing in didactic, practical, and clinical areas on at least two separate occasions throughout the course.  These will be formal progress conference sessions.  The dates for these conferences will be announced in class.

The EMT-B course is not for everyone.  If you are experiencing difficulty with this course, it is important that you meet with the instructor.  If the student continues to perform unsatisfactorily, academically or clinically, s/he may wish to drop the course.

XVI.
PLAGIARISM AND CHEATING:

Plagiarism and cheating will not be tolerated at any time.  This class has been formulated to enhance the student’s pre-hospital health care knowledge and skills.  The EMS profession, by its nature, is based on truthfulness and integrity.  Any student that is found to be cheating will be automatically dropped from the class. 

XVII. CONTINUING EDUCATION:

This course is only the beginning of the participant’s experience in EMS.  The participant should plan to devote time and effort to continuing education to maintain certification and a level of knowledge and proficiency according to the standards established by the Board of EMS and the National Registry.

Anyone wishing to audit this program, or portions of it, for the purpose of continuing education, will be awarded credit as set forth in KAR 109-5-1.  The participant will receive a certificate of attendance to show attendance and/or participation in the program.

XVIII. STUDENT SAFETY:

The I/C, Lab assistant(s), and/or preceptor(s) will oversee all student performance, in both the classroom and clinical setting.  Each student will address any problem or concern that s/he may have regarding his/her safety immediately to the individual directly involved with the training at hand.

All students will perform with normal regard for personal safety as well as the safety of patients and others involved with the patient care.  At NO TIME will the student perform any action that s/he or the preceptor deems unsafe or that the student/preceptor feels inappropriate action for the student to take.

Any student that has an infectious disease (common cold, flu, hepatitis, AIDS, etc.) will not be allowed to participate in practical skill stations.  These students will be expected to attend class and observe others in the practical stations.  In the event there is enough equipment such student may given a set of their own to work with.  The student will make up practical time at the discretion of the I/C.  The student will be held responsible for the instruction.

Any disease that requires the student to miss two or more classes will be required to have a medical release by a physician before being allowed to return to class.  This will also apply to injuries that preclude the student from taking practical examinations.

Any student with a history of chronic health problems, pregnancy, recent surgery, or back injury, will be required to present a medical release by a physician.  The I/C has the option at all times to request such a release at his or her discretion. 

Any time the student suffers an injury while functioning as an EMT-B student, the student will immediately report the occurrence to the preceptor who will in turn make a report to the I/C.  A written incident report of the occurrence must be made within 48 hours.

If the injury occurs during the clinical rotations at IACH, the student will be evaluated and receive initial emergency treatment at IACH ER at no cost to the student.  Within 72 hours the student and preceptor should complete the Record of Injury Form required and provided by IACH and the Accident Report Form required and provided by BCCC.  The IACH Safety Officer will receive these documents and will forward a copy to the BCCC EMT Coordinator at BCCC immediately if an injury requires medical treatment.

All students must exercise prudent physical exertion in the classroom, during labs and during clinical rotations.

All equipment will be properly cleaned with disinfectant after each student’s use.  Due to the nature of the training, it is imperative that all students maintain proper personal hygiene habits.

At NO TIME will a student, while participating in clinicals, be allowed to drive any ambulance.

XIX. DISCIPLINARY PROCESS:

            Disciplinary issues will be dealt with according to the BCCC Policy Manual and BCCC Catalog
               of Courses and General Information.

CLOSING SYLLABUS STATEMENT:

This syllabus has been authored and formulated to provide a concise understanding of the course for both the instructor and the student.  The syllabus will be consulted at all times for course rules and regulations.
