IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

This course is designed for students who have difficulty in putting their ideas on paper.  The goal for the course, therefore, is to help students to become fluent in written communication.  The students will work on the various types of writing used both in the “real world” and in the academic setting.  When the students successfully complete this course, they will be prepared to perform the writing tasks required of English Composition I.

Intermediate English is a developmental course, and for that reason, developmental courses do not count for graduation or do they transfer to four-year colleges.  However, they do count for GPA.
V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING
Barton Community College assesses student learning at several levels:  institutional, program, degree and classroom.  The goal of these assessment activities is to improve student learning.  As a student in this course, you will participate in various assessment activities.  Results of these activities will be used to improve the content and delivery of Barton’s instructional program.

Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies:

A. Demonstrate appropriate spelling, grammar, and mechanical skills for a variety of writing tasks.

1. Identify and correctly use the eight parts of speech.

2. Analyze individual grammar skills, recognizing areas of individual weakness and being able to remediate them.
3. Compose paragraphs using complete sentences and demonstrating an understanding of phrases, independent and dependent clauses.
B. Write a paper using the six step planning process:  (1) pick a proper topic, 

       
(2) brainstorm, (3) outline, (4) rough draft, (5) revise, and (6) final copy.
1. Demonstrate understanding of the conventions of academic writing.
2. Demonstrate understanding of the processes involved with planning and developing an essay.
3. Construct and use a thesis statement.
4. Employ a formal outline for organizing an essay paper.
5. Use computer skills to generate final copies of essays.

C. Develop paragraphs using appropriate organizational approaches (modes).

1. Demonstrate an understanding of the concept of subject by producing a written product that manages a topic effectively, developing it with rich, interesting, and relevant support.
D. Compose papers using introductions, body paragraphs, and conclusions.
1. Demonstrate understanding of the functions of and relationships between the parts of an essay by properly developing introductory, topical, and concluding paragraphs.
E. Define the interrelated concepts of subject, audience, and purpose, and how these shape a written product.
1. Identify possible audiences and their needs and recognize the levels of rhetorical style and apply them appropriately in written tasks.
2. Demonstrate an understanding of the concept of purpose, identifying the focus and purpose(s) for a written task.
