Course Description: 
This course focuses upon reading and discussing a select group of important writings and ideas that left an imprint on the intellectual and cultural development of the Western world.  History and Philosophy of Western Culture to 1500 includes readings from the ancient, medieval, and early modern periods.

This Course is considered a breadth course and fulfills a part of the general education requirement at Barton Community College. It will enable students to understand how Western Civilization has shaped humankind's contemporary worlds of politics, economics, and social/cultural factors.

This course transfers for credit to many Kansas Regent Universities and may be used to help fulfill program requirements. This course has been specifically designed to transfer to institutions which require humanities based Western Civilization course to fulfill graduation requirements.

The transferability of all college courses will vary among institutions and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Institutional requirements may also change without prior notification. It is the student' s responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions to insure that the courses the student enrolls in are the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

IV. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING/COURSE OUTCOMES 

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.

This course will allow the student to acquire a better view of the world by recognizing the importance of the foundation of Western Civilization. The course focuses on the political, economic, and social/cultural factors through the examination of primary source materials. This examination of contemporary pieces provides the student a balanced, integrated perspective on the events and individuals who have shaped our world. On successful completion of the course the student will be able think, reason analytically, write, and speak on the history of Western Civilization.

The outcomes for the course are as follows:

1. Demonstrate an understanding of the main patterns of ideas, values, and institutions that make up the structure of Western culture. 

2. Relate the main ideas and/or themes of Western thought. 

3. Compare the primary source materials to the main structures of Western culture. 

4. Evaluate the challenges confronting the moderns west.

10. Discuss the role and reflection of writings on the formation of Western governments. 

11. Describe the role of religion in the development of the Western world. 

12. Discuss the part of science and technology in the changes to Western society. 

13. Discuss the changes of modern Western society as reflected in the written works included in the course.

14. Evaluate the challenges confronting the modern West.

15. Explain the formation of new governments. 

16. Analyze the interactions of various cultures. 

17. Examine the interactions of the West with the non-Western world (eg: imperialism, terrorism, missionaries). 

18. Appraise the transitions and interactions of historically underrepresented groups of the West with dominate groups (eg: women, Jews, Africans) 

19. Predict the future of the West based on past trends.
