Course Description:

This course will cover world civilizations from 1500 to the present. It is the intent of the course to introduce students to the broad sweep of western civilizations. The course is focused on examining heritage of world civilizations from the historical perspective. The class will examine the history of world civilizations from social, economic, political, cultural, and intellectual perspectives.

INSTRUCTOR'S EXPECTATIONS OF STUDENTS IN CLASS

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES AND MAKE-UP EXAMS
Students are expected to be in class when it begins. In the event a student comes in late, they should contact the instructor after class with an explanation for the late arrival. If the reason is justifiable, the absence mark in the grade book may be removed. Unless an unexpected emergency exists, students are expected to stay in class for the entire class period. Should a student feel the need to go out for a drink, pop, see friends, or other frivolous reasons, they will be expected to pick up their belongings on their way out and not return to the classroom that period. Leaving and re-entering the room while class is in progress is disrupting to other students and the instructor.

Students are expected to come prepared for class. Note taking is strongly encouraged to keep oneself engaged in the learning process of the classroom. Sleeping in class is disrespectful and will not be tolerated. Learning does not occur by osmosis, but rather by actively and mentally participating in class activity. Students sleeping in class will be considered, and counted, as absent for that class period.

Assignments are due on the stated date. Late assignments may not be eligible for full credit. It is always in the best interest of the student to make an effort to be in every class, especially when a test is scheduled. A student knowing they will be absent due to school activities and personal matters on that date may take the exam prior to leaving. Make-up exams are often perceived by classmates as giving others extra time to study, and therefore, unfair to those taking the test at the scheduled time. In reality, success on make-up exams is abysmally low. Make-ups will be scheduled late in the afternoon at approximately mid-term and at the end of the semester. Make-ups are not the same exam as one given to the rest of the class. No aids, books, etc., will be allowed. Since make-ups are late P.M, students with school activities, jobs, family, doctor appointments, and other responsibilities, may need to alter their schedules in order to take the make-up, so

think seriously before missing an exam. No opportunity for an exam other than the regular scheduled test and the two make-up times will likely be considered.

All cell phones and pages will be shut off during the class period.

IX.
METHODS OF INSTRUCTION AND EVALUATION

Periodic tests will be administered over daily or chapter assignments. It is the student's responsibility to know when scheduled tests are to be administered. Anyone participating in a school-sponsored event at the time a test is to be given, must take the exam before leaving or face a reduction in grade. Grading will be based on examinations, assignments, workbook and quizzes, and consideration 

will be given to class attendance and participation. Tests may consist of a variety of questions. Should the occasion arise that a make-up exam is necessary, it will be given at a time convenient to the instructor the week after midterms and before finals.

Class instruction will consist primarily of informal class discussion. Students will be expected to be able to pick out the authors theme of each chapter or unit and also be able to describe the author’s most important points. Most classes will begin with a review of the significant highlights of the previous meeting. 

Following the class discussion of the assigned material for that day that session will end with a brief summary of material that students should especially understand.

Course Attendance Policy 
As a part of its mission to improve the social, economic, and personal life of its students, Barton County Community College acknowledges its responsibility to prepare them for future academic and professional endeavors. Therefore, students are encouraged to develop a professional ethic that reflects personal responsibility, personal initiative, and teamwork. In context to that commitment, students are expected to attend all class meetings. Absence from a class meeting results not only in missed subject matter of the course but also in diminished opportunities for contributing to the learning environment. Poor attendance in class may cause students to lose financial aid according to federal guidelines and will diminish both professional and academic progress. 

GUIDELINES 

1. Barton County Community College expects students to attend all class meetings. 

2. Instructors will state the attendance policy in their course syllabus and review it with the students at the first class meeting. Instructors have the option of making adjustments to this policy, but any such changes will be explained both in the syllabus and in class at the beginning of the semester. Certain departments may have more stringent requirements. 

3. Instructors will keep a weekly record of attendance to comply with federal financial aid guidelines. 

4. If absences become excessive, the instructor(s) may notify a student of his/her status and may also contact his/her advisor, coach, and/or Student Support Services personnel to assist the student. 

5. Although an instructor may recommend that a student drop a class when absences have adversely affected the student’s grade, it is the student’s responsibility to drop the class, not the instructor’s. 

6. When an absence is unavoidable (e.g., due to extended illness), the student should initiate contact with the instructor(s) who may, in some instances, require verification. Documented absences do not remove the student’s responsibility to complete the class work missed. 

7. When an absence is related to a planned extracurricular activity (such as a field trip, fine arts production, conference, or intercollegiate event), the student and/or the assigned sponsors are responsible for one week’s prior notification to the instructor(s). However, in unique situations when an absence is related to an urgent, yet unforeseen, need (e.g. a vehicle breaks down on a return trip to campus), the student and/or the assigned sponsors are responsible for the immediate notification of the students’ instructor(s.) Further, if a student is absent from any class meetings because of a college-related activity, the student is required to complete missed class work. Failure to complete missed class work will adversely affect the course grade. 

8. Arriving late to a class meeting may cause a student to miss important information, and causes a disruption to the entire class. Tardiness may be counted as an absence. 

9. A student who enrolls late may be asked to complete a Learning Contract with his/her instructor(s) and will be required to make up all required assignments, according to the Late Registration Policy.
