Course Description:

Students will learn how to manipulate the basic elements of design (photos, headlines and text); create charts, maps and diagrams; design attractive photo spreads; add effective, appealing sidebars to complex stories; create lively, engaging feature page designs; develop leads for stories, and meet deadlines.

Newspaper Production is a humanities course that provides elective credit toward graduation. In addition, it is required to be taken by students enrolled as journalism and broadcasting majors. This course transfers well and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements as an elective at most, if not all, Kansas Regents’ institutions. However, general education and major requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, 

colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change 

from time to time without notification. Therefore, it shall be the students’ responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during their tenure at Barton County Community College to ensure they enroll in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

It offers students an opportunity to become more active participants in college activities, thus enhancing their college experience at BCCC and making it more meaningful.
