Course Description:

In this advanced course, students will build on the basic information acquired in Newspaper Production I.  Additional time will be spent on advertising as well as more intense focus on page layout and design.

III. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Newspaper Production II is a humanities course that provides elective credit toward graduation. In addition, it is required to be taken by students enrolled as journalism and broadcasting majors. This course transfers well and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements as an elective at most, if not all, Kansas Regents’ institutions. However, general education and major requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time without notification. Therefore, it shall be the students’ responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during their tenure at Barton County Community College to ensure they enroll in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

IV. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING/COURSE OUTCOMES

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.

Work on the student newspaper, "Interrobang," offers students a hands-on experience with newspaper operations. This includes not only the technical functions of producing a newspaper, but also its responsibility to the community it serves and society as a whole. It stresses the importance of improving communication skills, building interpersonal relationships in the workplace, and meeting deadlines. It offers students an opportunity to become more active participants in college activities, thus enhancing their college experience at BCCC and making it more meaningful.

V. COURSE COMPETENCIES

Upon completion of this course the student should be able to:

1. Summarize the difference between a single-element and multiple element story.

2. Write a single-element and multiple element story.

3. Identify the various types of stories in a newspaper.

4. Produce a story from attending a faculty council, foundation or college trustees meeting.

5. Develop a style of good lead writing appropriate to the story type.

6. Demonstrate a knowledge of the difference between an editorial and a column.

7. Write an editorial for the student newspaper.

8. Write a column for the student newspaper.

9. Identify various types of feature stories including a profile, personality piece, news feature, single source, and investigative story.

10. Display familiarity with the many aspects of newspaper production by practicing  the production of the student newspaper.

11. Weigh news stories and select appropriate stories for the front page of the newspaper.

12. Practice good balance when determining story placement on a page.

13. Demonstrate principles of good page design using stories, headlines, photographs, cut lines and other elements.

14. Write a headline summarizing the story using a subject and an action verb.

15. Edit stories using common copy editing symbols.

16. Edit stories according to Associated Press style.

17. Define the following words as they apply to journalism: accuracy, honesty, integrity, fairness, and public service. 

18. Display time management and organizational skills by meeting publication deadlines.

19. Display improvement in public relations and human relations techniques in dealing with peers, news sources, and those in the business community through interviewing news sources and selling ads.

20. Display improved written communication skills through writing articles for the student newspaper.

21. Participate in brainstorming sessions to select appropriate stories for the student newspaper.

22. Read state college newspapers and discuss how college, state, national and international issues examined by other staffs can be applied to Barton County Community College.
