Conversational German I is a breadth course and is an approved general education course at BCCC.

This course transfers to many Kansas Regents Universities, and may be used to help fulfill program requirements.

V. COMPETENCIES

The course is designed to enable students to:

1. Pronounce most German sounds correctly when seen in print.
2. This includes common names, major cities, famous people, etc.
3. Ask for location questions in German and understand some common answers.
4. Use common expressions.
5. Understand and pronounce numbers in German, including counting to 1000, house numbers, dates, and distances.
6. Understand and use polite greeting.
7. Have knowledge of procedures and conversations needed in a restaurant, including courtesy expressions, menus, and food items.
8. Recognize and use German money.
9. Understand time in German.
10. Recognize signs for hotels, restaurants, directions, and travel.
11. Use post office and make local and long distance telephone calls.
12. Recognize and pronounce military titles and special expressions in German.
13. Use German in retail shops, grocery stores, hairdressers, with police, to find entertainment, etc.
