Conversational Spanish

Course Description:

The student will be exposed to some 1,000 high frequency words used in the Hispanic world including Mexico, all of South America, Cuba, and Spain. The student will be required to understand the Spanish thought processes and verbalize these thoughts. The student will be able to ask for the necessities of life if he or she were in an environment where Spanish was a necessary tool.

Conversational Spanish is an approved general education course at BCCC, which can be used to fulfill degree requirements as a breadth humanities course in language arts. The course transfers well and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements as an elective at most, if not all, Kansas Regent Universities. However, general education and major requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or program within an institution.

Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. 

Therefore, it shall be the students’ responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during their tenure at BCCC to insure that they enroll in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

Students completing Conversational Spanish will have increased their ability to listen and to understand basic common expressions in Spanish. Furthermore, they should be able to make themselves understood in Spanish as they meet people who do not understand English well enough to communicate their needs.

IV. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING/COURSE OUTCOMES

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.

This course is designed to help students attain an acceptable level of Spanish proficiency in four basic skills—speaking, listening, reading, and writing—in contexts that students can easily relate to their own experiences. Students will learn how to speak about their daily lives, express their opinions, and supply real information. 

V. COURSE COMPETENCIES

After completing this course, the students will be able to do the following:

1. Use a vocabulary of approximately 600 useful expressions.

2. Pronounce Spanish words properly.

3. Construct simple Spanish sentences.

4. Carry on a simple conversation in Spanish.

5. Understand the basic needs of Spanish-speaking clients or patrons and be able to share important information with them.

6. State the rules for marked or non-marked accent, and use the rules in writing or conversation.

7. Properly distinguish singular from plural.

8. Construct phrases and sentences choosing the right articles: definite or indefinite.

9. Count up to 100 and perform mathematical calculations in Spanish( +, -, ÷, × ).

10. Ask and tell the time in Spanish.

11. Use properly the verbs Ser or  Estar (to be) in writing sentences and speaking.

12. Express themselves using the verbs ending in – AR, - ER, and -IR with the right verb form in the present tense.

13. Formulate questions and change sentences into negative or affirmative statements.

14. Express in Spanish their likes or dislikes, their agreement or disagreement. 

15. Use correctly the reflexive pronouns as well the possessive, demonstratives, and describing adjectives in their conversation.

16. Use the present participle of the studied verbs in writing and in active communication.

17. Communicate with others using and providing days, months, years, and seasons of the calendar.
