Course Description:         Practice in everyday conversational French with emphasis on phrases and vocabulary useful for travelers and development of oral/aural skills in conversation on cross-cultural topics.

III. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Conversational French I is an approved general education course at BCC, which can be used to fulfill degree requirements as a breadth humanities course in language arts. The course transfers well and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements as an elective at most, if not all, Kansas Regent Universities. However, general education and major requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or program within an institution.

Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. Therefore, it shall be the students’ responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during their tenure at BCCC to insure that they enroll in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

Students completing Conversational French I will have increased their ability to listen and to understand basic common expressions in French. Furthermore, they should be able to make themselves understood in French as they meet people who do not understand English well enough to communicate their needs.

IV. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING/COURSE OUTCOMES

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education.  Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge.  Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.

This course is designed to help students attain an acceptable level of French proficiency in four basic skills, speaking, listening, reading, and writing, in contexts that students can easily relate to their own experiences. However, the main focus of this course will be on verbal communication with the students participating in role-playing, guided conversations, and discussions of everyday topics in French.
V. COURSE COMPETENCIES

Upon completion of the course, the student should be able to:

1. Demonstrate a vocabulary of at least 850 words.

2. Correctly pronounce vocabulary words.

3. Give and respond to familiar commands.

4. Ask questions.

5. Greet and respond to typical courtesies.

6. Distinguish gender of nouns and correctly use agreement.

7. Present personal information correctly using agreement.

8. Use numbers correctly, and demonstrate knowledge of French currency.

9. Make travel arrangements.

10. Demonstrate knowledge of time and numbers.

11. Use adjectives correctly (placement, agreement, spelling).

12. Correctly use regular -er, -re, and -ir verbs.

13. Correctly use irregular verbs.

14. Construct simple French sentences.

15. Carry on a simple conversation in French.

16. State the rules for marked or non-marked accent, and use the rules in writing or conversation.

17. Properly distinguish singular from plural.

18. Construct phrases and sentences choosing the right articles: definite or indefinite.

19. Count up to 100 and perform mathematical calculations in French ( +, -, ÷, × ).

20. Ask and tell the time in French.

21. Formulate questions and change sentences into negative or affirmative statements.

22. Express in French his/her likes or dislikes, his/her agreement or disagreement. 

23. Use correctly the reflexive pronouns as well the possessive, demonstratives, and describing adjectives in conversation.

24. Use the present participle of the studied verbs in writing and in active communication.

25. Communicate with others using and providing days, months, years, and seasons of the calendar.

26. Discuss various weather conditions.
