COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

[bookmark: _GoBack]This course provides the student with the opportunity to discuss, the tools to analyze, and the insight to evaluate the literature that they read and enjoy.

ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING 
	
On completion of the course, students will form individual opinions regarding the literary merits of a work of literature based on an understanding of the roles played by the elements of that literature in its formation, the authors' skill in manipulating those elements, and the contribution the literature makes to the canon of a particular literary form or period.

Course Outcomes, Competencies, and Supplemental Competencies:

A. Discuss a literary genre. 
1. List its elements. 
2. Analyze examples of the genre.
3. Compare examples of the genre. 
4. Design personal standards for enjoying the genre.
5. Evaluate examples of the genre based on their personal standards.

B. Discuss a literary period.
1. List its salient characteristics. 
2. Name traditionally recognized authors of the literary period. 
3. Explain how institutions such as religion, government, philosophy, informed the literary works of the period. 
4. Analyze examples of the literary period for their respective elements. 
5. Interpret examples of the literary period to assess their contribution to the period.

C. Discuss an author's single work or selection of his or her canon.
1. Examine it/them for their elements. 
2. Apply their personal standards to the work/works. 
3. Support their interpretation of work/works.
