Outlines procedures used by military commanders to control and account for training, testing, evaluating, and licensing vehicle and equipment operators. Theory and application of both manual and automated tasks are presented through the use of seminar and practical exercises. Safety requirements for motor vehicles and accountability for training, testing, recording, evaluating, and licensing for all vehicle and equipment operators who utilize military equipment will be included.  Department of Defense, Army, State and Local laws, regulations and policies will be reviewed.

The course addresses the regulatory and technical requirements of such operations and procedures using existing military automated and non-automated management systems.

1. Conduct Commander’s interview.

2. Identify physical limitations of operators and correctable actions.

3. Demonstrate the appropriate training requirements for specified equipment.

4. Identify and annotate training on operator’s qualifications records.

1. Illustrate how to add and modify operator’s qualifications records.
