Course Title: Intermediate Guitar

Credit Hour: 1

Prerequisite: Beginning Guitar with a C or better or Instructor Permission

Division/Discipline: Academic Division/Music

Course Description: A course on acoustical guitar designed to teach the intermediate student in the open classroom through the personal touch blended with audio-visual teaching.
