IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

This course may be used as an elective for all degrees, or as a humanities course for the Associate in General Studies or Associate in Applied Science degrees, or as a performance course to satisfy one credit hour of the two credit hour Physical Education, Health, and Performance requirement for the AA or AS degrees. Credit transfers either as a course equivalent or elective at most if not all regent’s institutions. It shall be the student’s responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his (her) tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he (she) enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.
Through participation in the class the student will become involved in the cultural activities of the college and the communities it serves. More often than not, this type of involvement shapes positive attitudes about college life that may otherwise be overlooked. The experienced and non-experienced singer will be exposed to numerous techniques and skills necessary for fine choral singing. The music major will consider what he/she learns in this organization of lasting value in preparing for a career in music. For the non-music major, the experience may nurture a greater love for solo and choral music and possibly provide a rewarding means of self-expression that continues throughout life.

C. Perform their assigned part for the instrumental ensemble literature presented within the semester using appropriate phrasing, articulation, dynamic contrast, tempo, tone, blend, balance correct notes.

1. Demonstrate the inclusion of phrasing, articulation, dynamics, tempo and correct notes through performance.

2. Express and demonstrate of the principals of tone, blend, and balance and how they interrelate to the other instruments in an instrumental ensemble.

a. The student be able to recognize a good tone quality and describe how it is achieved.
D. Describe the background of composer, program, era, and cultural relevance associated with the literature studied during the course of the semester.

1. Demonstrate the relevance of musical literature and its representation within music history.

E. Demonstrate the appropriate rules of key signatures, orders of flats/sharps, and basic fundamentals of the transposition of instruments.

F. Demonstrate proper rehearsal and concert etiquette.

1. The student, in rehearsal, will demonstrate their proficiency on their instrument through preparation of a varied repertoire for public concerts.
