IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

Through rehearsing and performing contemporary literature appropriate to the scheduled venue, the student will improve his playing ability, add to his knowledge and understanding of music, expand his likes, have a profitable use of his leisure time and perform a service to the college.

At Barton Community College, Pep Band may be used either as an elective for all degrees, as a humanities course for the Associate in General Studies or Associate in Applied Science degrees, or as a performance course to satisfy one credit hour of the two credit hour Physical Education, Health, performance requirement for the A.A. or A.S. degrees. However, this course may only transfer as an elective at other transfer institutions.  General education requirements vary among institutions, and even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution.  Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification.  Therefore, it shall be the student's responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his/her tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he/she enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

C. Perform their assigned part for the pep band literature presented within the semester using appropriate phrasing, articulation, dynamic contrast, tempo, tone, blend, balance correct notes.

1. Demonstrate the inclusion of phrasing, articulation, dynamics, tempo and correct notes through performance.

2. Express and demonstrate of the principals of tone, blend, and balance and how they interrelate to the other instruments in a pep band.

a. The student be able to recognize a good tone quality and describe how it is achieved.
D. Describe the background of composer and cultural relevance associated with the literature studied during the course of the semester.

1. Demonstrate the relevance of musical literature and its representation within music history.
E. Demonstrate the appropriate rules of key signatures, orders of flats/sharps, and basic fundamentals of the transposition of instruments.

F. Demonstrate proper rehearsal and concert etiquette.

1. The student, in rehearsal, will demonstrate their proficiency on their instrument through preparation of pep band music through performances.
