Course Description:

Harmony I is the first of four music theory courses for students highly interested in music. Fundamentals of music notation, scales, intervals, triads, connection of chords, and cadences are covered. Harmony I is required for all music majors, and taken concurrently with Aural Skills I.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

At Barton Community College, this class may be used either as an elective for all degrees, as a humanities course for the Associate in General Studies, the Associate of Arts or Associate in Applied Science degrees. However, this course may only transfer as an elective at other transfer institutions. General education requirements vary among institutions, and even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. Therefore, it shall be the student's responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his/her tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he/she enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program. This course transfers to most all Regents’ institutions in Kansas and transfers to Emporia State University as 118 Music Skills I; FHSU as 181 Theory of Music I; KSU by a  placement exam into styles sequence; KU by a placement test; Pittsburg State as 111 Music Theory I; and WSU as 127Q Theory I (two hours only). 

A thorough knowledge of harmonic structure in music of the "common practice" period (1650-1900) is extremely important to a musician. Without question, the vast majority of music performed in this century utilizes the principles of harmony established by composers within this period.

All too often, students consider knowledge of harmonic structure only as it influences the composer/arranger's craft. But what may not be so readily apparent is the fact that all professionally trained musicians rely on a "harmonic sense" whenever they discuss, listen to, or prepare a piece for performance as a conductor or performer. To the career-minded student, knowledge of harmony is essential for developing this "sense" to make artistically valid, independently conceived judgments about music, its structure, manner of interpretation, and (perhaps most important of all), its artistic value. Such judgments are expected of a professionally trained musician.

V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING (BROAD OBJECTIVES) 

Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.

This course is begins a study in the fundamentals of music partwriting. Basic skills and information will be covered which set the foundation for further study in music partwriting and score study. Student comprehension of material covered in this course will be evaluated as noted under each objective.
Course Outcomes & Competencies

A. The student will demonstrate the fundamentals of music pertaining to pitch.
1. Notate any pitch in treble or bass clefs and identify each on the piano keyboard.

2. Notate and identify key signatures for all major and minor keys.

3. Spell all major scales and the three forms of every minor scale with or without a key signature.

4. Notate and classify all intervals and diatonic chords covered.

B. The students will notate the fundamentals of music pertaining to duration.
1. Notate all symbols for various durations of pitch (notes) and silence (rests). 
2. Identify characteristics of all simple and compound meters and notate rhythms in each as directed.
C. The student will demonstrate the basic principles of partwriting chord progressions.
1. Partwrite chords in either close or open positions and determine which position is best in a given context.
2. Partwrite examples of perfect, imperfect, and half cadences.

D. The students will demonstrate the basic concepts of melodic composition.
