Course Description:

The course is the third semester of a sequential study to provide the fundamental skills to meet piano proficiency requirements for the music major. It is integrated with the harmony and aural skills courses offered in the music curriculum.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM
Class Piano C provides students with the basic music fundamentals using early intermediate keyboard skills as the vehicle to this knowledge. This third semester sequential course allows the student to apply the knowledge acquired in the harmony and aural skills courses offered in the music curriculum. 
This course may be used either as an elective for all degrees, as a humanities course for the Associate in General Studies or Associate in Applied Science degrees, or as a performance course to satisfy one credit hour of the two credit hour Physical Education, Health, and Recreation performance requirement for the A.A. or A.S. degrees. However, this course may only transfer as an elective at other transfer institutions. 
Class Piano C, along with the other three sequential class piano courses will prepare the student for a required piano proficiency test for all music majors. However, general education requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. Therefore, it shall be the student's responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his (her) tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he (she) enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.
V.  ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING 
Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. Assessment activities provide a means to develop an understanding of how students learn, what they know, and what they can do with their knowledge. Results from these various activities guide Barton, as a learning college, in finding ways to improve student learning.
Course Outcomes, Competencies and Supplemental Competencies
A. Develop performance skills on the keyboard at an early intermediate level through technique and repertoire that continues to expand in difficulty. The intermediate level repertoire moves the hands around the keyboard more frequently than the elementary level, contains more difficult key centers and incorporates active pedaling.
1. Perform compositions written for solo and ensemble keyboard at an early-intermediate level of keyboard skill.
2. Record piano performances on equipment in F156. Analyze recorded performance with a rubric.
B. Apply the knowledge from the harmony and aural skills classes in the music major curriculum to keyboard repertoire and technical skills studied in this course.
1. Perform major and minor triads and inversions, hands apart in the keys of C,G,D,A,E 

2. Perform major and minor scales, 2 octaves (hands apart), in the keys of C,G,D,A,E.
3. Perform major chord progressions I IV V I starting on root and first inversion in the major and minor key centers of C,G,D,A,E.
4. Perform major chord progressions I vi ii IV IVI starting on first inversion in the keys of C,G,D,A,E 
5. Write an analysis of a composition performed for this course, containing chord and interval analysis.
C. Develop piano skills for professional musicians and music teachers. These skills assist the musician in choosing literature, troubleshooting ensemble performances problems and accompanying instrumental or vocal students on the piano.

1. Sight-read, harmonize, and transpose piano music at a early intermediate level.
2. Improvise songs from the I IV V  and I vi ii IV V I chord progressions.
