Course Description:

This course is designed to teach beginning fundamentals of articulation, pedaling, registration, service playing, knowledge of the instrument, and accompanying on the organ. Service as well as recital repertoire is covered. Teaching is done in private and class settings. The student will be scheduled for a one-hour lesson weekly with a minimum of five hours of outside preparation expected each week for two credit hours.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM
Organ is related but not integrated to other music offerings. It has been designed to fulfill a more specific need for performance using prior keyboard experience and theory fundamentals and to build on that experience and knowledge. A special emphasis is placed on church service playing and the special needs that must be met in this performance role. 
This course may be used either as an elective for all degrees, as a humanities course for the Associate in General Studies or Associate in Applied Science degrees, or as a performance course to satisfy one credit hour of the two credit hour physical education, health, performance requirement for the A.A. or A.S. degrees. However, this course may only transfer as an elective at other four-year institutions. General education requirements vary among institutions, and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within an institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. 
Therefore, it shall be the student’s responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his (her) tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he (she) enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

V.  ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING

3. Perform different styles of organ music including spiritual, classical, and popular styles.
B. Study the timbres of the different stops on a basic pipe organ.

1. Explore the variety of sounds created on the organ and choose the appropriate stops for the student’s literature.
