Course Description:
This course is designed to facilitate the transition of the LPN to the student’s role in the associate degree nursing program. An overview of the Barton Nursing Program framework is provided along with an introduction to learning resources used throughout the nursing program. Emphasis is placed on the nursing student role in the classroom and clinical situations. Common LPN psychomotor skills are reviewed in preparation for entry into the ADN program.
