Course Title:		Safety, Health and Environmental Risk Management Principles
Credit Hours:		1.5 credit hours

Division/Discipline:		OSHA Program
Course Description:	This course applies risk management principles to the areas of safety, health, and environment and focuses on applying risk identification and control techniques.  The course will use breakout sessions, class discussion, and instructor resources to work on risk management problems.  The course will provide an overview of risk management and its application for companies, identifying the cost of risk, and prioritizing, managing, and controlling risk.

3. Describe the ANSI Z-10 Occupational Health and Safety Management System that was developed as the USA national standard.
4. Describe the principles of loss control and risk control.
5. Illustrate the process of assessing risk using the Station Nightclub Fire example.
6. Describe how insurance is used to manage risk.
