Target Shooting (Rifle-Pistol)

Course Description:
This course provides the fundamentals of firearm safety, along with rifle and pistol marksmanship. Twenty-two caliber rifles and pistols will be used on the six point indoor range.

4. The student will fire from three basic positions with rifles:  prone, kneeling and standing. The student will fire 3 different timed firings with the pistols.

3. Explain the specific rules of the Rifle Range.

4. Demonstrate how to make adjustments in order to fire a gun accurately.
