The course provides each student with an opportunity to assess his/her fitness and to develop skill and understanding that will enable him/her to enjoy the sport of baseball.

1. Determine and skillfully use the best type of baseball style to achieve a high level of success.
2. Skillfully execute the forms and mechanics of the various delivery stances, deliveries, approaches, and releases with control and accuracy for throwing strikes and hitting baseballs.
3. Select and skillfully deliver the ball to the proper points of aim for strikes.
4. Fully enjoy the benefits of baseball as a recreational or competitive activity.
