IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURICULUM

If the student lacks adequate reading comprehension and vocabulary skills, he jeopardizes his chances of succeeding in college courses.  Intermediate Reading, a basic-level course, focuses on the development of a sight vocabulary, the techniques necessary for word recognition (phonetic and structural analysis and context clues), the ability to comprehend words with multiple meanings and the development of comprehension skills.

Intermediate Reading is a developmental course, and for that reason, developmental courses do not count for graduation credit nor do they transfer to four-year colleges.  However, they do count for GPA.

V. ASSESSMENT OF STUDENT LEARNING
Barton Community College is committed to the assessment of student learning and to quality education. 3. Develop critical thinking through an active and thoughtful approach to what is read.

4. Judge whether statements give fact, opinion, or contain bias.
5. Apply all the above competencies to selected reading passages.
