Play Production will provide three hours of humanities. The goal of the course is to provide the student with opportunity for participation in the technical or performance aspect of the theatre by allowing the student practical application of theatre theories and principles in sponsored productions. This course will transfer and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements or as an elective at most if not all Kansas Regents' institutions. However, course requirements vary among institutions and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within the institution. Also, these requirements may change from time to time and without notification. Therefore, it shall be the student's responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his/her tenure at Barton Community College to insure that she/he enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

1. Organize and implement audition, casting and rehearsal process

2. Assign/delegate the various jobs of the theatre

3. Create public relation material (i.e., posters, flyers, radio ads, etc.)

4. Demonstrate the principals and fundamentals of directing.

5. Organize and host rehearsals, costume fittings, pictures, etc.

6. Advertise production through various forms of media

7. Produce two public performances of a full length production complete with basic technical theatre requirements.
