Course Description:

This course is designed to introduce the student to the styles of make-up that are used on stage. The course consists of most areas of make-up technique, which compliment the efforts of a particular theatrical style, resulting in a finished stage presentation. The course will concentrate on many styles and procedures for applying stage make-up.

IV. COURSE AS VIEWED IN THE TOTAL CURRICULUM

This course is designed to introduce the student to the styles of makeup that are used on stage in a laboratory situation. The course will present information relevant to stage makeup, develop skills necessary to effectively use that information, and seek to develop an appreciation of the importance of makeup technique for the stage.

This course will transfer and may be used to help fulfill credit and course requirements or as an elective at most if not all Kansas Regents' institutions. However, course requirements vary among institutions and perhaps even among departments, colleges, or programs within the institution. These requirements may change from time to time without notification. Therefore, it shall be the student's responsibility to obtain relevant information from intended transfer institutions during his tenure at Barton Community College to insure that he enrolls in the most appropriate set of courses for the transfer program.

A. Demonstrate an understanding of makeup techniques used specifically for stage.
1. Apply and create highlights and shadows for stage makeup

2. Plan and execute on a model a makeup for an animal.
3. Apply and sculpt a new nose shape using nose putty

B. Employ an overall understanding of the basic principles of makeup.
1. Complete a makeup design that will  represent a use of the students "morgue" picture collection

2. Analyze and identify the existing lines, muscles and bone structures of the face.

3. Sketch facial structures with bone and muscles.

4. Create through drawing a self-portrait.

C. Illustrate the appropriate corrective makeup techniques.
1 Evaluate and design corrective makeup

2. Design and execute a makeup that requires some use of special effects in makeup

D. Implement techniques for the necessary makeup procedures to effectively create makeup designs for stage productions.
1. Design and create a straight character makeup

2. Design and demonstrate a clown face makeup design.
3. Create a character make-up with the use of latex, spirit gum, tissue, cotton and cornmeal

4. Build a mustache using crape hair
5. Determine through observation how the body (face and hands) age to 50 years, 75 years, 90 years plus

6. Demonstrate the method of applying crape hair to create a beard
