I. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION

Course Number: WDWK 1900

Course Title: Woodworking I

Credit Hours: 1-3
Prerequisite: None

Division and Discipline:  Career & Technical
Course Description: An introductory course designed to teach planning of work, as well as skills in using hand tools, machines and related equipment. The student will develop an appreciation for workmanship, quality materials and safe equipment.

Variable Credit:  In order to provide customized training, credit hour offering will vary according to the specific training need. It is understood that this course will contain more or less classroom/lab content based on the number of credit hours offered.

II. CLASSROOM POLICY

Students and faculty of Barton Community College constitute a special community engaged in the process of education. This course complements several vocational programs that require project oriented creative skills tasks.  This also provides an exploratory opportunity for students who have not been exposed to woodworking and woodworking tool usage.

2. Identify basic woodworking hand and power tools and cite the appropriate use for each tool

3. Demonstrate the care and maintenance of woodworking equipment and tools

4. Demonstrate safety procedures used when working with equipment

5. Cite the importance of safety devises including goggles, power protectors, etc.

6. Plan simple woodworking projects and prepare sketches of the project using accurate measurements

7. List materials needed for a project and determine price to build project

8. Measure, layout and rough cut component pieces according to the plan

9. Select appropriate saw and materials

10. Select planeing tool and plane the project

11. Demonstrate use of the power drill and interchange the bits

12. Demonstrate methods to join wood parts

13. Demonstrate the cutting of  curved shapes

14. Cite the types of sandpaper and sanding devises

15. Select the appropriate grade of sand paper or sanding devise for the desire outcome on the project

16. Identify appropriate finish products and select the most appropriate finish materials for the project

17. Apply finishing materials to complete the project
