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I. GENERAL COURSE INFORMATION

Course Number:  WDWK 1905
Course Title:  Individual Woodworking Projects
Credit Hours:  1 to 3
Prerequisite:  WDWK 1902
Division and Discipline:  Career and Technical Division/Woodworking
Course Description: An individualized plan of study that is a structured learning experience designed to supplement previous coursework. It is intended to allow students to broaden their comprehension of the principles of, and their grasp of competencies within their career discipline. Such learning experiences may be undertaken independent of the traditional classroom setting, but will be appropriately directed and supervised by regular instructional staff.
Variable Credit:  In order to provide customized training, credit hour offering will vary according to the specific training need. It is understood that this course will contain more or less classroom/lab content based on the number of credit hours offered.
