Response:

While the College’s fiscal condition remains a concern and is being carefully monitored, no condition exists which would portray fiscal jeopardy or compromise Board ENDS priorities.  While a number of state-wide issues are being considered which may impact the College positively or negatively, they have all been shared with the Board.  These issues are speculative at this time of year, as the legislature considers actions that it will take.

To further solidify the College’s fiscal planning and position, the Business Office is developing plans which will allow the College to examine a number of scenarios that would take into account a dramatic change in operations.  At the recent Board Advance some of the preliminary information related to program revenue and expenses were shared.  
General Executive Constraint #5
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Accordingly, the President may not:  Permit conflict of interest in awarding purchases or other contracts or hiring of employees.

Response:  

To my knowledge, no conflict of interest regarding purchases, contracts, or hiring has occurred.  On the contrary, the processes implemented to prohibit these kinds of occurrences seem to be working well.

POLICY TYPE: FINANCIAL CONDITION
The President shall administer the Board approved budget without material deviation from Board priorities in ENDS policies, and shall protect the College from financial risk.

Financial Condition Constraint #3
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It is material deviation to make any purchase: (a) without prudent protection against conflict of interest; (b) over $10,000 without Board approval, (c) over $10,000 without seeking at least three competitive quotes or sealed bids, submitted on prepared specifications.  No purchase shall be made except on the basis of quality, cost, and service.  Consideration shall be given to local vendors who can provide like quality products and services, and who meet bid specifications.  

Response: 

Following review of this constraint with the Dean of Administration, I feel confident that the College is in compliance with the policy.  We continue to try and balance the need to support the local economy with making the wise purchases as we stretch our limited tax dollars.

Financial Condition Constraint #6
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It is material deviation to fail to maintain adequate reserves which allows the College cash reserve to drop below 8% of its annual budget, working toward a goal of 16%.

Response:  
At last month’s Board meeting, the Board formally supported the Administration to deviate from the 8% cash reserve floor which had been established by approving an exception to the above policy.  Our cash reserves grew by a modest amount this past year.

Financial Condition Constraint #8
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It is material deviation to fail to provide a monthly report of the College's current financial condition.

Response:   

Each month, as part of the Board’s agenda, “Claims” and “Financial Reports” are presented for Board review and action.  The reports accurately reflect the fiscal condition of the institution.  The clarifying questions asked by the Board are appreciated, as they help us to more fully discharge our accountability to the public.  We hope that the new report format developed by Mr. Vratil is meeting the needs of the Board.  Should modifications be necessary please feel free to provide suggestions.

The Board has also been apprised of media coverage of those issues which may elicit calls from constituents.  Personnel matters have been discussed through appropriate executive sessions.

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Accordingly, the President shall not: Fail to advise the Board if, in the President's opinion, the Board is not in compliance with its own policies on Governance Process and Board-Staff Relationship, particularly in the case of Board behavior which is detrimental to the working relationship between the Board and the President.

It is my impression that the Board’s procedural work is in compliance with its intent to implement and use policy governance.  The recent Board Advance provided an excellent opportunity for the Board and the staff to share impressions and directions which will help ensure harmony in the directions to be taken.  I am grateful for the manner in which sensitive matters are raised by the Board and allowing the administration to deal with these matters.  Your individual and collective desires to see the College improve and succeed remains most encouraging.

Response:

One of the more critical instructional components provided by community colleges is technical training designed to prepare students for immediate entry into the workforce.  Barton provides a number of degree and certificate options for its students.  These programs help to train and retrain those needing workplace skills.  Rightfully, the College is proud of the success they have in preparing students for employment.  Enclosed are a few reports that highlight portions of our success.  The statistics represent efforts of faculty to integrate work place competencies into the curriculum, the beginning use of WorkKeys assessment, and faculty endeavors to stay current in their field through their participation in summer internships.

I have just received the Kansas Training Information Program Report.  The report is slow in providing data as the report covers the Fiscal Year of 1997.  It provides information regarding placement rates and average salaries.  In reviewing this information our graduating students in a technical program earn more than the state’s average salary of $19,029.  Barton’s average salary for its graduating technical students is $19,842.  Barton (85%) also surpasses the state average in placement (73%).  In comparing employer satisfaction of Barton graduates with state averages Barton can also take pride.  Its students garnered employer ratings of 47% very good compared with the state average of the same, 52% of good as compared with the state average of 50%, and it only had 1% of its employers who rated their student’s skills as being poor.  The state average for the poor rating was 3%.
