Response: The College’s fiscal condition has improved some, but we remain vigilant in carefully monitoring our expenses.  The change is due to the additional resources received from the state, which as you know, allowed the College to lower the mil levy and provide salary increases.  No immediate condition exists which would portray fiscal jeopardy or compromise Board ENDS priorities. 

Mr. Vratil remains charged with examining the College’s fiscal planning and position in order to develop plans which will allow the College to take into account a dramatic change in operations.

General Executive Constraint #5

Permit conflict of interest in awarding purchases or other contracts or hiring of employees.

Response:  To my knowledge, no conflict of interest regarding purchases, contracts, or hiring has occurred.  I believe that institutionally we continue to demonstrate that our purchasing processes provide fairness, preference to local business whenever possible, and encourage competition so that the taxpayers receive the most for their money.  Additionally, we continue to use personnel screening and selection processes that encourage qualified and quality applicants and fairness in appointments.

Work Preparedness  

Students will be prepared for success in the workplace.

1. Students will have the skills and knowledge required for successful entry in the workplace.

2. Students will have the work ethics, discipline, and collaborative skills necessary to be successful in the workplace.

3. Students will have the skills and knowledge necessary to maintain, advance, or change their employment or occupation.

Response: One of the more critical instructional components provided by community colleges is technical training designed to prepare students for immediate entry into the workforce.  Barton provides a number of degree and certificate options for its students.  These programs help to train and retrain those needing workplace skills.  Rightfully, the College is proud of the success they have in preparing students for employment.  Enclosed are a few reports that highlight portions of our success.  The statistics represent efforts of faculty to integrate work place competencies into the curriculum, the beginning use of WorkKeys assessment, and faculty endeavors to stay current in their field through their participation in summer internships.

I have just received the Kansas Training Information Program Report.  The report is slow in providing data as the report covers the Fiscal Year of 1998.  It provides information regarding placement rates and average salaries.  In reviewing this information our graduating students in a technical program earn a bit less than the state’s average salary of $20,864.  Barton’s average salary for its graduating technical students is $20,121.  Barton (80%) is also close to the state average in placement success (81%).  In comparing employer satisfaction of Barton graduates with state averages, Barton can also take pride.  Its students garnered employer ratings of 71%  of very good, compared with the state average of the same of 45%; 28% of good as compared with the state average of 52%, and it had 0% of its employers who rated their student’s skills as being poor.  The state average for the poor rating was 3%.  

To respond to area training demands within the service area of the College, we are in the process of developing additional training programs.  The programs include:

1. H.S. Criminal Justice career track,

2. H.S. Allied Health track,

3. Massage Therapy, and 

4. Completing the accreditation process for Paramedic program.

Technical programs in the development stage at Fort Riley include:

1. Medical training designed to make all the Army's Medics EMTBs,

2. Medical training designed to make all the National Guard's medics EMTBs,

3. Management degree program for the military,

4. AAS in Dental Hygiene and in Medical Assistance for the military, and

5. Modifications in the Dietary Management Program.

Completed and ready for the catalog is the restructuring of Business options to include the Assoc. in Applied Science Business with emphasis in one of the following areas:

1. Management & Leadership, 

2. Pension Administration, or 

3. Personnel Management

We believe these options will give people in the workforce a chance to complete a degree by taking a series of courses plus applying their experiential learning toward college credits.  

In addition, the College is highly successful in providing workplace skills through customized training.  Programs in the preparation stage include:  (for two separate business) Command Spanish, Blue Print Reading, Basic Math, Work Keys Project with Plato Training, and (for a school district) Paraprofessional Continuing Education.  Sample of programs scheduled and occurring this fall include:  Business Relations, Command Spanish, Essentials of Fire Fighting.

Finally, to support this particular ENDS statement last January the College’s reorganization placed additional emphasis on and created a Career Planning and Placement Center.  In the near future, we will have a Board Report regarding the activities and the progress of the Center.
